requirements for a computer at pre-
sent. Along the way he added some
caveats worth repeating:

Don't buy "refurbished" anything. If
the manufacturer has enough units tg
liguidate them and for someone to ru
an ad, the item is probably a lemon.

IDE drives are less complicated, less
expensive and perform as good as
SCSI, so why pay a premium?

Compression is not a good idea.
Watch how long it takes to ZIP and
UNZIP files. With 2G to 6G hard
drives ever more affordable, save
yourtime and invest in a bigger drive.

If the CPU doesn't run 50% faster
than your present unit, you won't per-
ceive the gain in speed, so why up-
grade from 200Mhz to 233Mhz, for
example?

What you really look at when com-

puting, is your monitor, the most im-
portant component, so invest as muc
as half the system price in the largest
possible.

If you are a techy, you may know Windows comes with an Enhanced Print Trou-
bleshooter. Put your Win 95 CD in the CD ROM Drive. Go to \other\misc\epts
subdirectory or folder. Fromthe DOS command line (DOS is like Elvis-it dies
and comes back in strange forms) type epts. If you are in windows, click on
epts.exe. You will get an EPTS status page telling you what printer you have,
what printer driver you are using, driver version etc. You will also have an en-
hanced print troubleshooter with twice as many options as the print trou-
bleshooter in the Windows Help menu. What type of problem are you having?
Out of paper? A paper jam? Unfortunately, Microsoft does not have a good an-
swer for Some Other Problem. (Though you could read your printer manual.)
The enhanced troubleshooter uses terms we are all familiar with: The printout is
garbled, no printing at all, slow printing, part of page printing, distorted or in-
complete graphics, fonts missing,...

If you have a new printer that has a huge software program making your printer
print like a gem, but you are tired of being able to use only Ariel fonts, or if you
have an old printer that is losing its grip on your paper, a half dozen experienced
(Speedy Cartridge) printer technicians will definitely solve the other category
printing problems.

Faster is better, but you won't notice the difference unless it is
at least 50% faster. Pentium Il is a good minor improvement.
AMD and Cyrix CPUs are currently equivalent, but there is a
slight possibility of furture incompatibilities

More ram is better, but 32 MB is adequate for almost all
users.

Larger hard drives are desirable, but a 2 GB drive should
handle most user’s needs. Opt for a 4 GB drive or larger if
you do lots of graphics work.

You won't find anything slower. Faster CD-ROM drives add
minor performance increases for multimedia applications.

Enaigh said. A few systems come with0 MB 3.5” drives.
These also read/write standard 1.44 MB disks.

Consider a built-in ZIP drive or add a larger removable
medium drive for backup. DVD drives are now available on
high-end model PCs. bit ;but little softwareware comes on
these disks, yet. You can add this later, if desired.

Oddly, this is the least critical component. If you play games
on your computer, though, opt for an adapter with 3-D graph-
ics capabilities.

Opt for a larger monitor if possible. This allows you to have
multiple windows open on the screen, a very useful feature of
Windows.

Before getting a 56K modem, check with your ISP to deter-
mine which standard they support.

Stick with well-established brands to insure availability of
expendible supplies, such as ink and ribbons....

Flatbed scanners are preferable since you can scan books and
magazines. Pay attention to optical resolution, not maximum
resolution.

These printer/scanner/fax machines are quiet nice today. Opt
for one with color scanning, however. HP 600 series excel-
lent.

Large Harddrives require large backups. Both Syquest and
lomega offer 1GB removable media drives which connect to
the parallel port. Excellent choices.

Apparently your 540mb drive is not
immune either. This is how mine got
toasted, because it's performance wa
totally flawless until it was

eventually filled to somewhere over
500 megs. That's when itilivgetcha.

Computer Electronics Professor Bob Aldridge at Allan Hancock College thid
week demonstrated that from the dos prompt, you can change to the Windoy
directory, then type setup. In one screen you can change to the simple
VGA video driver which will remedy many video driver problems.

Professor Aldridge also demonstrated how to take control of Windows swa
file in both Windows 95 and Windows 3.1X, how to set your Hard Drive and
CD ROM drive caches for peak performance.

What may be of interest to members is the computer technology course 105
and 138 that teach and demonstrate how to build an IBM computer, and hoy
to troubleshoot an IBM computer. The 105 course is on the Allen Hancock
Web site and is also taught during mid day and in the early evening. 138
is taught during mid day from 12 to 1:30.

A computer lab enables students to make mistakes such as formatting an
entire Hard Drive in the lab without destroying all information on their
computer at home or at the office. A change in the presently technically
excellent program will be made. Since it is more costly tcaapparts

on boards, troubleshooting signals to the pin on a motherboard will not
be emphasized as much as overall troubleshooting and isolation of
troubles to the system board or subsystem board.

The safety, customer rapport, and legal issugghtalone are worth far
more than the thirty six dollar per course fee. While full time
enrollment is not required, registration and payment of fees is required.

Alan Hancock provide an excellent computer course for anyone who wants
learn how to build a computer, how their computers works, how to upgrade
their computer or just how to talk computerese language or jargon with
computer techs and computer salesmen or computer customer service
personnel.

This scanner
V had not been reviewed in any of the
national magazines, but had equal to the
best specs and THE BEST PRICE at
the store! It was on sale for $150 with a
D $50 rebate. When | told my friend Cy
Calley about my latest purchase, he
said, "l can get it for $85 on the Inter-
net." So take your choice, go see itin
person and carry it home today, or buy
mail-order and wait and wait.

When Roger Creighton was in town, |
specifically asked him why he didn't
favor my new scanner. As you remem-
ber, he recommends a $300 HP. He
commented that he hadn't heard of it
(but will order one for review when
he gets home). So watch for a forth-
coming article on the EasyPhoto Image
Wave by Roger.

This machine has many features that
caught my eye. The scanner plugs
into the computer's printer parallel port.
This saves digging into your
machine and installing another board.
(Many folk don't like to raise the
hood of their machine.) After insliag
[ the cable, you merely insert the original

The CD-ROM is easy to install, al-
most a no-manual installation.
