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Tab 5 Publish – Reports – All reports except Media reports are primarily text. Family Tree Maker 2011 includes 23 different types of reports. All reports are created for the current person or last person selected in your tree. To create a report: 
1) Click on Publish 
2) Under Publication Types, double click the desired type 
3) Use the editing panel on the right to make changes.
In all reports there are choices about backgrounds, fonts, which facts and notes to include, which individuals and sources to include, report name, and if you want a header or footer. Reports can be saved within the program and will appear under Publication Types, or it can be saved in formats compatible with other programs by clicking Share. In the upper right corner then choosing to Export to PDF (Portable Document Format – viewable and printable, but not able to be reformatted without additional program), CSV (Comma Separated Values – Spreadsheet), RTF (Rich Text Format – able to be reformatted), or HTML (Hypertext Markup Language – for the Web). Reports can also be emailed in the above formats, or printed.
Genealogy Reports are of two types: 1) Ahnentafel [ah-nin-tah-ful]  is a German word meaning “ancestor table”. This ancestor report begins with an individual and  moves backward in time to that individual’s ancestors, assigning the number 1 to the individual, the father’s number is 2 times that number and the mother’s number is the father’s plus 
1) The ahnentafel report includes both family lines and includes facts and notes.

2) Descendant reports assign number 1 to the individual and moves forward in time through the individual’s descendants. First child is number 2, second child number 3, etc. Facts and notes are included for all.

Person Reports include:

1) 
Individual report (includes all the facts and notes in the database about the individual.

2) 
Custom Reports can include immediate family, all individuals, or Selected individuals. Can be for causes of death, birthdates, etc. Can be used to identify individuals with no documentation.

3) 
Research Notes Report displays research notes entered in tree for individuals.

4) 
LDS Ordinances Report lists specific ordinances of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (LDS/Morman) such as baptisms and sealings.

5) 
Task List lists To Do items you’ve entered and their assigned priorities

6) 
Data Errors Report lists potential errors missing information, incorrect child order, etc.

7) 
Timeline Report lists events included for the individual (birth, death, marriage, etc. Historical events can also be included, as well as preparer information. 

8) 
Surname Report lists the number of each surname in the tree, male or female, earliest, and most recent.

Relationship Reports include the following:

1) 
Kinship Reports show the relationship between all individuals in the tree and a specific person -- not just Fifth great grandmother, but even Wife of brother-in-law of 3rd cousin.

2) 
Marriage Reports show all husbands and wives, marriage dates, and relationship status.

3) 
Parentage Reports show parents of individuals and whether relationship is adopted, foster, or biological.

Outline Descendant Report starts with an ancestor and outlines each generation of descendants according to the number of generations selected.

Place Usage Reports list locations entered in the tree and each person associated with them.

Media Reports let you view media items (photos, scans of documents such as birth certificates, census records, or personal items) individually or compiled into groups. Three types include:

1) Media Item Report — For a single item, create a report that incorporates the caption, date of origin, description, and names or persons associated with it — most useful for photos.

2) Media Usage Reports list each media item in the tree, its name, location, and related facts and shows a thumbnail (small photo) of the item.

3) Photo Album shows photos associated with the current person and lists facts for that person. Select the number of photos per row.

Source Reports show how facts have been documented. Three types are listed on the Collection tab.

1) Source Usage Reports list each source created with the individuals and facts. This report helps to keep track of sources researched for comparison with other researchers.

2) Source Bibliography is a list of all the sources used in your research.

3) Documented Facts Reports list all the facts for which you have documentation (sources).
Other Reports include:

1) Calendars showing monthly special dates for the immediate family or for 


ancestors, and 

2) Smart Stories that include all the facts and notes for an individual.

After a report is customized, the settings can be saved so future reports can have the same options and information. Click the Save Settings button on the toolbar.
